THE TURKEY BTUFFING.

To one pound of the best of bread
crumbs add balf a pound of the freshest
and sweetest of table butter and one
pound of sweet boiled potatoes mashed
to a smooth paste; add a little sweet
marjoram and summer savory rubbed to
a very fine jowder; moisten all thase
with eges that are fresh and sweet ; sea-
son with salt. pepoer and grated nutmeg.
To all these may be added a small por-
tion of Jersey sausage meat, grated ham
and one pint of Morris river cove oysters;
or you may add mushrooms chopped fine;
algo, a few walnul meats, filberts and
roasted chestnnts, all reduced to a paste,
and the grated yellow rind of one bright,
fresh lemon., There is one ingredient
more I would like to name, but you must
leave it out if economy isto be congid-
ered—a dozen or so of truffles cut up
finely, half inside in the stnffing and hal
outside in the gravy. These will add a
crowning and superb relish to venr
Christmas turkey not to be obtained by
any othermeans. Baste your tnrkey fre-
quently while roasting. A turkev of ten
or twelve pounds should have at least
two hours in a hot oven to cock it thor-
oughly.

For this Christmas luxury, take one
pound of pulverized sugar; put them into
basin and beat together to a cream
stir in one dozen eggs beaten to a froth
beat these wellin and add one pound of
sifted flour ; continue the beating for ten
minutes, then add and stir in two pounds
of stoned raising, two pounds of Zante
currants, washed, picked and dried, a
pound of citron sliced and cut into small
pieces, two grated nutmegs, quarter of an
ounce of powdered mace, the same of

ground cinnamon, hkalf a teaspoonful of
ground cloves ; mix all well together and
bake in pans well and smoothly lined
with buttered Eaper in slow oven for
four and a half hours.

feparate the whites and yelks of a

ear, place them over a very slow tire and
with a whisk heat them to a smooth
cream ; then remove it from the fire and
gtir thoronghly into it three quarts of
cream or milk ; now add and mix well
in a half a pint of Cognac brandy and
the same quantity of old Jamaica rum
and a half a grated nutmeg; beat the
whites of the eggs to a stiff, staunch snow
and stir lightly into them fonr ounces of
the finest sugar powder, and if you want
it extra nice add also one ounce of va-
nilla sugar; add this meringue mass to
the mixture and dust powdered cinna-
mon or grated nutmeg over the top.

A COUNTRY CHRISTMAS TREE.

Quite Lovely, With as Many us Three Hun
dred Jimeracks and Gewgaws,
Letter in Fioral Cabinet,

There were nearly three hundred or-
naments on our tree before any of the
presents went on. They were nearly all
bome-made. Wecut out of rather stiff
bristol-board scme five-pointed stars, like
boots, Maltese crosses, butterflies, shields,
arrows and horseshoes. Several ot each
kind were made, a large Fowl of boiled
paste prepared, and each was covered on
both sides with colored paper, mostly
silver and gilt, and some with red and
blue. We found a piece of broken look-
ing-glass in the attic and had it cut up
into many little pieces, bound each one
with lute-string ribbon pasted on, and
when dry furnished each with strings by
which to hangthem up. They reflect
all the lights and make the effect vers
brilliant.

Cornucopias we were able to make
very easily, for we had a carpenter pre-
pare us a slender wooden cone, just the
shape of one, and.it is very pleasant work
to place them together over this model,
put a preity embossed picture on each
and then slip off to dry. The prettiest
of all trinkets we made as follows: Tak-
ing a quantity of English walnuts we
split them (one at a time) into halves
filled one-half with “carraway comfits,
glued on the other half, first slipping in
a little loop of ribbon at the top, ana
laid each one aside till dry. Then each
was gilded with liquid gilding. Weused
the “Bessemer gold paint,” and thereare
many other preparations equally good,
These little “rattle-boxes” are lovely,
and cverybody will want one. A i3t of
tiny rosy-cheeked apples were polished
up and furnished with strings.

But the prettiest of all were the “crys-
talized ornaments,” First I made som
small baskets of annealed wire an
wound them very profusely with bright-

colored zephyvr. The2 rose-colored and
the light green proved to be the prettiest.
also one that T wound in shaded green,
with little dots of red, but the light blue
and lemon-colored were not to be despis-
ed. ThenT procured five poundsof alum
and a large stone crock and made a hot
solution of alom and put in the crock
laid a stick across the top and suspende
my baskets, one at a time, in the hot
alum water, leaving them about twelve
hours undisturbed. Sometimes I had
better success than others, but generally
they looked like the most luscious Frene
candy when taken out, as the color of the
zephyr showed through the frosting
Then I hung the baskets up to dry, re-
heated the solution, sometimes making
it stronger, and started again. 1 also
erystalized grasses and branches with
lovely effect.

Our way of mounting the (ree paoved
very substantial and strong: Two pieces
of scantling, six feet long and two inches
by four, were morticed and put together
in the form of a cross At the point where

A childish diversion also usnally intro-
duced at Christmas in bygone days was
the “Game of Goosc.” 1t was, says Sttt
played by two persons although it readi-
ly admitted of inany more, and was well
calculated to nake the young people
sharp at reckoning the produce of two
given numbers. The table for playing
“Goose” was about the size of a sheet of a
wlmanae, and divided into sixty-two
swall com nartments. arranged in a spira
farm, with a large open space in the cen-
tre marked with the number 63; the oth-
er cor-partments were Jdenoted by num-
bers from one to sixty-two inclusive.
The game was played with two dice,
each player throwing in turn, and mark-
ing with a counter whatever number the
lice cast up. Thus, if there were a four
and five be marked nine, and so on, un-
til the game was completed. The nun-
ber 63 had to be reached exactly, and
ghould the player exceed it he had to
reckon back, and throw again in his
turn.

Another game scems to have been “Fox
i' the Hole,” and is thrice mentioned by
Herrick, put not once explained:—

Of Christmas sports, the wassail-bowl,

That's tossed up after fox i’ the hole.

A diversion which eften caused much |
launghter was “Dun in the Mire,” A log
of wood was brought into the middle ol
the room; this was “Dun,” or the cart
horse, and a cry was raised that he was
stuck in the mire. Two of the company
then advanced, either with or withoat
ropes, to draw him out. When unable
to do so, they called for further help, un-
til finally all the varties ioined in the
game, when Dun was, of course, extricat
ed. No small merriment arose from each
person’s sly efforts to let the log fall on
his neighbors toes. Itis frequently al-
luded to by Shakespeare in “Homeo and
Juliet” (Act i, sc. 4), where Mercutio
says to Rom:o—

Tut dun's the mouse, the constable’s

own word;

If thou art dun, we'll draw thee from

the mire.

Bome doubt exists as to the precise na-
ture of a game designated “Shoeing a Wild
Mare,” and mentioned by Harrick, where
he speaks of— '

Christmas sports, the wassail-bowl,

Of blind-man-butf, and of the care

That youngmen have to shoe the mare,
“It appears,” says Brand, that “the wild
mare was simply a youth so calied, who
was allowed a certain start, and who was
pursued by his companions, witl the ob-
ject of being shod, if he did not succeed
in outstripping them.” Then there was

“cap-verses,” wherein one gave a word,
t> which another found a rbyme; a pas-
time once very popular.

Among other references to old Christ-
mas games may be quoted the “Paston
Letters,” in which a letter dated Dec, 24,
1484, relates how Tady Morley, on ac-
count of the death of her lord, directing
what pastimes were to be used in her
house at Christmas, ordered that “there
were none disguisings, nor harping, nor
luting, nor singing, nor none loud dis-
ports, but playing as the tables, and chess
and carde; suca disports she gave her
folks leave to play but none other.”

Ol old Christinas card games may be
mentioned that known as “Post-and-
Pair,” to which Ben Jonson refers in his
“Masque of Christmas™:—

Now Post and Pair, old Christmas’s

heir,

Doth make a gingling gally;

And wot you who, 'tis one of my two

Somns, -makers in Pur-alley.

It is, too amonﬁctgne diversions described
by Sir Walter tt, in his graphic pic-
ture of Christmas Eve in “Marmion,” and
is mentioned by many of our own old
writers. Three cards are dealt to all, of
the excitement of the game consisting in
each person’s vying, or bettin%, on the
goodness of his own hand. It would
seem that a pair of royal aces was the
best hand—hence one of its names, “Pair
royal”’-—and then other cards, according
to their order, such as kings, queens, &e.
Tkus it much resembles our modern
game of Commerce. Another game of
cards was “Rufl,” known also as *Double
Ruff” or “Cross Rufl,” one of its most
popular names being “Trump.” It is
mentioned in “Poor Robin’s Almanack”
for 1693:—

Christmas to hungry stomachs gives

relief,

With mutton, pork-pies, pastries, and

roast beef;

\nd men with cards spend many idle

hours,

At loadum, whisk, cross-ruff, put, and

all fours.

This game was wuch the same as whist;
and was played by two against two, and
occassionally three against three. Nod-
dy, too, we are told, was also much in de-
mand, being noticed by Middleton; where
Cliristmas, speaking of games of that
time as his children, says: - “I leave them
wholly to my eldest son Noddy, whom,
during his minority, I commit to the cus-
toldy of a pair of knaves ard one-and-
thirty,” In “Poor Robin’s Almanack”
for 1755 it is thus noticed:——
