ABOUT THE COURSE 

 
Course Description 
This course reviews individual behavior in social situations, including social perception and 
attitude formation and change. It also reviews social influence, group processes, prejudice and 
discrimination, aggression, and altruism. 3 credit hours.

Undergraduate level PSYC 111 Minimum Grade of D

When you have completed this course, you should be able to:  

• Explain the similarities and differences between social psychology and other related 
fields of study.  

• Identify the strengths and weaknesses of the research methodologies used by social 
psychologists.  

• Describe the psychological and social processes involved in the development and 
maintenance of the social self.  

• Explain the various biases that can impact the process of social perception.  

• Identify evidence-based strategies to minimize stereotyping, prejudice, and 
discrimination.  

• Explain how the social context contributes to the development of and changing of 
individuals’ attitudes.  

• Describe the psychological and social processes involved in conformity, compliance, and 
obedience.  

• Explain how group dynamics can influence individuals’ behavior.

Course Activities/Assessments 
 
• Online Discussions – Throughout the course, you will participate in 8 online group 

discussions that require you to incorporate course content, think critically about the 
content, and consider alternative viewpoints and explanations. They will also help you stay 
connected to your peers and the instructor in an asynchronous course like this one. For 
each discussion, post your initial response on the thread associated with your group (usually 
Fridays, sometimes Wednesdays) and comment on at least two of your classmates’ posts 
before 11:59 PM CST on the due date (Sundays). See the Groups page to meet your other 
group members. The initial post should demonstrate your understanding of essential 
concepts and your ability to apply them correctly to real-life experiences. Your peer 
comments and replies should demonstrate your group facilitation skills. You can find 
detailed instructions and grading rubrics for the discussions on Blackboard on the “About 
This Course” page. Late discussions will be accepted using the late policy discussed below. 

 
• Quizzes – After reading each of the assigned chapters and reviewing the lecture material, 

you will take a quiz to assesses your understanding of the material. There are a total of 12 
quizzes in this course. Each quiz contains 10 multiple-choice and true/false questions. You 
will have 60 minutes to complete each quiz, and you must complete the quiz once you start 
it. Questions will be presented all at once, and you will be able to review of all your answers 
before you submit them. After the timer ends, your answers will be submitted 
automatically. Complete each quiz before 11:59 PM CST on the due date (Sundays). After 
the due date passes, you will lose access to these quizzes and gain access to the correct 
answers with feedback. Under no circumstances will late quizzes be accepted.

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• Self-Reflections – After completing each module, you will briefly reflect on what you 
learned and summarize your thoughts in paragraph form. You can find detailed instructions 
and grading rubrics for these assignments on Blackboard on the “About This Course” page. 
Complete the self-reflections before 11:59 PM CST on the due date (Sundays). Under no 
circumstances will late self-reflections be accepted. 

 
• Comprehensive Final Exam – During finals week, you will take a comprehensive final exam 

that covers all the material assigned throughout the course. It contains 50 multiple-choice 
and true/false questions. Once the exam is opened, you must complete it, and you will have 
150 minutes to do so. Questions will be presented all at once, and you will be able to review 
all the items before you submit your answers. Submit the final exam before 11:59 PM CST 
on the due date (Friday). After the due date passes, you will lose access to the final exam 
and gain access to the correct answers with feedback. Under no circumstances will late final 
exams be accepted. 

 
Submitting Work 
Submit all assignments on Blackboard. The instructor cannot accept assignments submitted 
through email. 
 
Online Class Behavior 

• Reflect before you post an emotional response and reread what you have written to be 
sure it is professional.

• Be constructive. Challenge ideas and the course content but do so in positive ways. It’s 
fine to disagree, but when done politely you stimulate and encourage helpful discussion, 
and you maintain positive relationships with fellow students. 

• Keep the conversation on topic. Online dialogue is like conversation. If there is a 
particular dialogue going on, please add to it, but if you have something new to say, 
start a new thread.

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Plagiarism includes presenting someone else’s words without quotation marks (even if you cite 
the source), presenting someone else’s ideas without citing that source, or presenting one’s 
own previous work as though it were new. When paraphrasing from another source or your 
own work, at the very least, the student should change the wording, sentence syntax, and order 
of ideas presented in the paper. Additionally, you should not submit a paper, or parts of a 
paper, written to fulfill the requirements of one class for the requirements in another class 
without prior approval of the current instructor and appropriate citation. Ideally, the student 
will integrate ideas from multiple sources while providing critical commentary on the topic in a 
way that clearly identifies whether words and ideas are those of the student or are from 
another source. Plagiarism is one type of academic misconduct described in SIUE’s Student 
Academic Code (http://www.siue.edu/policies/3c2.shtml). University policy states that 
“Normally a student who plagiarizes shall receive a grade of F in the course in which the act 
occurs.

• writing that is free of typos, spelling errors, and major grammatical errors; and 
• properly formatted citations and references (if relevant).

If your graded 
written assignments fail to meet the basic writing requirements listed above (and any others 
found to be appropriate by your instructor), the instructor will stop the grading process and 
return the paper to you (see below for the specific policy for this class). The penalty for 
unacceptable writing in this class is as follows: You will have one week to revise and resubmit 
your paper through Blackboard, and you will lose 10 points from the final grade.
